This self-sustaining group is not Rotary International Board approved or sanctioned, and operates independently of any official Rotary programs.
HANDS’ Mission
1. To help Rotary clubs plan, initiate, develop and execute viable, new humanitarian service projects that maximize the use of RI, Rotary Foundation, and external resources and benefit from the guidance of experienced Rotarians 

2. Assist Rotary clubs that encounter difficulties with projects in progress. 

3. Develop, expand and maintain a bank of humanitarian service expertise (including both information and human resources) that can be easily accessed by Rotary clubs worldwide.
