Today’s Program:

District Governor Chip Lewis will visit our club today and tell us about his plans for the year.
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	Chip is a graduate of St. Mark’s School (MA), Hobart College, served in the U.S. Navy and has been married to LinKa since 1968 and they have three grown children and three grandchildren.  They have attended four International Conventions (Glasgow, Scotland; Indianapolis, IN, San Antonio, TX and Chicago, IL).  
Chip worked at Choate Rosemary Hall for 31 years in business management retiring in June, 2002.  In May 2004 he joined Calcagni Associates Real Estate as a residential sales agent.  Linka is also associated with the same firm.
Chip has been involved with Interact (started Wallingford Interact Club at Choate Rosemary Hall), New Generations, Rotary Youth Exchange (hosted three different students) and RYLA and served as Assistant Governor for Youth Services in 1998-99 under DG Ellen Mandes
GSE is of particular interest to Chip and he and LinKa have served as hosts for six incoming GSE team members; he has served on the District Committee and was the outbound GSE Team Leader to Taipei, Taiwan in 2001.



Chip has been to many District Conferences and served as Conference Treasurer and Registrar for one conference.  He single-handedly took the District 4-Way Test Speaking Contest from modest beginnings to a very successful and popular program that is eagerly looked forward to at each successive conference.  He has attended the District Assembly every year since 1993 and has served as a presenter of many programs, most recently training sessions for Club Secretaries.  He has served on the ‘faculty’ of the North-East Multi-District PETS Conference.
Chip is a strong supporter of the Rotary Foundation and is a Sustaining Member as well as a Benefactor.  He is a multiple Paul Harris Fellow (three sapphires) and has promoted the Foundation in many different settings.  During his year as President of the Wallingford Rotary Club nine individuals were named Paul Harris Fellows from his club.
Chip also served on the Board of Directors of the Wallingford (Rotary) Foundation beginning in 1998 and currently is immediate past Chairman of the Board and has served as the Foundation Chair for the Wallingford Rotary Club.  His other interests include board positions with the Wallingford Family YMCA; The United Way of Meriden and Wallingford and the Wallingford Historic Preservation Trust and is the former Secretary of the Quinnipiac Chamber of Commerce.  He previously served on the board of directors of the Wallingford Rotary Club from 1993-1998 and has been on many club committees since becoming a Rotarian.

	Mia Farrow pays tribute to Rotarians

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During her visit to District 7230's New York City conference in April, Mia Farrow only had one parting request: That she could come back and celebrate with the group when polio is completely eradicated. Though the award-winning actress has been linked with celebrities such as the Beatles, Frank Sinatra, and Woody Allen, she couldn't have been happier to pay tribute to New York and Bermuda Rotarians for their efforts in eradicating polio during the past 21 years. 

"I'm so honored to be here to salute you in the work you've already done," says Farrow, who received Paul Harris Fellow Recognition from the district. "It's extraordinary. Because of the work you've done, we're now looking at the finish line to eradicate polio." 
While Farrow has campaigned for the past several years to eradicate polio as an ambassador for UNICEF, District 7230 Rotarians have raised $850,000 since 1985 to help immunize 1.4 million children in developing countries.

Farrow says that she felt compelled to fight polio because of her personal experience with the crippling disease. 

"Many people do not know that I was diagnosed with polio when I was 9 years old," Farrow explains. "I think the fact that I'm a survivor has really heightened my awareness and impacted the choices I've made. I know what it is like for these children to be stigmatized."

Furthermore, Farrow also has 13 children, including one adopted son, Thaddeus, who contracted polio and is paralyzed.

District 7230 Rotarians have also engaged in several other humanitarian projects of their own as well, including a water project in Honduras, delivering new computers in South Africa and, locally, setting up an AIDS clinic in New York City's Harlem neighborhood.

"Through the medical clinic we set up, we were able to significantly bring down the number of transmissions from mother to child in the area," says Mats Ingemanson, the district secretary.

The district's 42 clubs also continue to be avid fundraisers for the Gift of Life program, which helps children receive much needed heart surgeries, either by bringing them to the United States or funding the surgery in their own countries.

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Sun ovens will save lives and trees in Mali

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Solar ovens work when other fuels aren't available to use for cooking. 
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A group of Chicago high school students and teachers have traveled to the West African nation of Mali with a gift of two solar ovens from area Rotary clubs. 
On 15 June, a week before departure, members of the team gathered at Schurz High School to learn how to use the ovens so they can teach their Malian hosts to cook with the sun as a source of energy. 

Ronald Mutebi, of the Rotary Club of Chicago Far North, was their enthusiastic instructor. As the international projects chair of his club, Mutebi has visited places where the sun oven can be a real godsend. 

"There are countries where you will look for miles and you can't see a standing tree," he said. "People will struggle to get food and firewood. Sometimes they get the food [but] not the energy to cook it with. A sun oven solves the problem of fuel." 

Over a two-week period, the team will break ground for a school building, lay bricks, and experience life in rural Mali without access to running water and electricity. Village residents cook with firewood or charcoal. Wood fire is a health hazard because it gives off toxic fumes that can lead to severe respiratory problems, especially in children. 

"These sun ovens will be beneficial for their health, their time, and the environment," noted Veronica Quintero. She has been volunteering since grade school, but the Mali trip will be her first outside of the United States. 

"I think going to Mali and building a school for them will have a big impact on their life and mine," she said. 

"I'm very excited," said fellow student Matthew Kallen. "Everybody who I've talked to thinks it's going to be a life-changing experience." 

Maricore Kimoto, a team member and English teacher at Schurz High School, explained that students from the eight schools involved raised US$6,500 toward the cost of building the school in Mali. The initiative will be an invaluable lesson for the group of eight students and three teachers who volunteered to travel. 

"I was really attracted to the project because it makes students become more aware of what's happening in the world," she said. "All of us want to come back a little bit more knowledgeable and to actually feel that we can help. Often times, students feel that they are so far away and so removed from these problems that they don't know how they can help." 

Building with Books, the Chicago Public Schools administration, and Sun Ovens International are co-sponsors of the effort in addition to the Rotary clubs. Building with Books, the technical partner of the Mali initiative, has 15 years of experience coordinating similar projects in Africa, Asia, and Latin America. Sun Ovens International, manufacturer of the ovens, works with Rotary clubs to supply the ovens to those who need them. 

"The four organizations have come together and done a wonderful thing," said Kimoto.
