MEMBERSHIP IN ROTARY INTERNATIONAL

If you asked a Rotarian if he or she belonged to Rotary International, the individual probably would look puzzled and answer, "Of course I'm a member of Rotary International." But in this instance, the confident Rotarian would be technically wrong. No Rotarian can be a member of Rotary International! The explanation of this apparent contradiction is simple. The constitutional documents of R.I. state that membership in Rotary International is limited to Rotary clubs. Over 25,600 Rotary clubs belong to the organization we call Rotary International. A Rotary club is composed of persons with the appropriate qualifications of good character and reputation, a business or professional classification and who serve in an executive or managerial capacity. The Rotarian belongs to a club--the club belongs to Rotary International. This technical distinction is not obvious or even known to most Rotarians and seldom does it create any problems or complications. It does explain, however, why the Rotary International Board of Directors places expectations upon and extends privileges to Rotary clubs, rather than to individual Rotarians. If someone asks if you belong to Rotary International, your most accurate answer would be, "No, I belong to a Rotary club." But I doubt if anyone would understand the difference, or, in fact, would really care.

East Asian Rotarians pioneer rural health projects in Mongolia

Thousands of women and children in Mongolia are healthier today because of the joint medical initiatives of Rotary clubs in East Asia. 

In the past year alone, two such efforts have directly benefited more than 4,000 residents of rural Mongolia. The more recent of them, a cervical cancer screening project called Test for Life, took place across four provinces in July and August.

Seven local and international Rotarians and 13 non-Rotarian medical professionals traversed 2,200 kilometers (1,367 miles) on some of the world’s roughest tracks to reach impoverished communities. 

Sponsors of the effort included the Rotary clubs of Khuree (Mongolia), Cheonan-Dosol (Korea), Hong Kong, and Taipei Genius and Taipei Tin Harbour (Taiwan). The Rotary Foundation contributed a US$23,000 Matching Grant to the project. 

Cervical cancer is the most prevalent cancer in Mongolian women, according to Luvsandorj Bayarsaikhan, a doctor and Khuree club member who is the driving force behind the screening initiative. 

He notes that up to 40 percent of the population is infected with human papillomavirus (HPV), the major cause of cervical cancer. The incidence of cervical cancer is expected to rise among Mongolian women, 95 percent of whom have never been screened for the disease.

Bayarsaikhan explains that this growing threat and the tragedy of deaths and misery from cervical cancer motivated him to help establish Test for Life. 

“I lost my grandma and many patients due to late cervical cancer,” Bayarsaikhan says. “And for so many times, I was thinking that if a patient [had visited] me a few years earlier, I could have saved her life.”

Test for Life is a groundbreaking initiative. The inaugural 2005 effort, which benefited 1,000 women, was the first cervical cancer screening activity in rural Mongolia. It was sponsored entirely by the local Rotary clubs of Khuree, Niislel, Tuul, Ulaanbaatar, and Zuunmod.

Elkie Hon, the international service director of the Hong Kong Rotary club, is credited with galvanizing outside support for the initiative. She first traveled to Mongolia in May as a member of a dental mission led by Past Rotary International Vice President Gary C.K. Huang. 

Hon learned about Test for Life during that trip, and immediately set to work soliciting funds and volunteers for the cervical cancer screening effort. “To me, there is nothing more important than saving a life,” she says,  “especially when it is almost so certain that we know how we can save a human life at a very reasonable cost [of $10 per person].”

To quickly assemble support, Hon took a leaf from the dental mission, which involved 14 Rotary clubs from mainland China, Hong Kong, Macau, and Taiwan and treated more than 800 children.
