The Secretariat

Many Rotarians consider the Secretariat simply another name for the RI World Headquarters in Evanston, Illinois, USA. Actually, it is much more. While it does include the World Headquarters, the Secretariat encompasses more than 600 indi​viduals working to make Rotary International run smoothly and effectively. The term describes the entire operations of the general secretary and his staff. The Secretariat also includes seven RI International Offices (formerly called service centers) around the world, all of the staff serving in those offices, as well as all staff assigned to The Rotary Foundation. Its sole purpose is to serve the clubs, districts, and administrative officers of Rotary International and The Rotary Foundation. RI World Headquarters, in a building called One Rotary Center in Evanston, is the headquarters of the Secretariat.

 
Rotary-UN Day is November 4th
Rotary International's representatives to the United Nations in New York have announced  November 4th as the date for the 2006 Rotary-UN Day. 

The annual event at UN headquarters in New York City helps educate Rotarians, their friends, and their families about the complementary roles the UN and Rotary play in supporting humanitarian initiatives and promoting international understanding and peace. 

This year, presentations and panel discussions will address humanitarian issues such as hunger, water, health, and literacy based on the theme "The Unfinished Business of Rotary." RI leaders, UN officials, representatives from UN-affiliated nongovernmental organizations, and other invited guests will be among featured speakers at the event. 

For the third consecutive year, there will be a separate program for Interact, Youth Exchange students, and other attendees of high school age. 

Attendees may also reserve tickets for a UN tour and combine their celebration of the Rotary-UN Day with a visit to New York's many cultural and tourist activities, such as Broadway shows. 

Seating at the event is limited, so participants are advised to send their completed application forms to the registrar by 21 October. Due to UN security requirements, on-site registration is not available.

The Rotarian's interview with Mia Farrow 
Mia Farrow isn't afraid to take a stand. As a polio survivor and humanitarian, Farrow has championed Rotary’s efforts to eradicate the paralyzing disease — even traveling on a National Immunization Day to Nigeria. Several months ago, just before her second trip to the Darfur region of Sudan, the actress sat down with the editor in chief of The Rotarian, Vince Aversano, for an exclusive interview. Get a sneak peek at what Farrow had to say here — and catch the entire interview in an upcoming issue of The Rotarian. 

In 2002, after visiting Nigeria with your son Ronan, you both went to Angola, where 30 years of war cost over a million lives and displaced millions more. What brought you there?
We were asked — both of us, because Ronan now has his own title as UNICEF youth spokesperson. It was that seminal moment in Angolan history when the war was finally over. UNICEF offices were able to be set up there again. They invited us to come and see the country in a period of utter devastation and the good work that UNICEF was doing on all fronts. Nothing could prepare me for what I found there. I’ve never seen such a total breakdown. We went to spotlight the plight of women and orphaned children and all the shattered families. People couldn’t go anywhere because of the land mines. There were burned-out villages everywhere, and everyone was looking for someone. 

Weren’t you afraid for your son in such a dangerous environment?
It wasn’t the safest place in the world. But he was 14, and he has a tremendous interest in our brothers and sisters in Africa. I felt that if anybody was destined to do something about it one day, he was one of those people. And while it might be shocking for him, I felt it was important to grasp that life isn’t just what we have in the relative luxury of our Connecticut farmhouse. Simultaneously, there are helpless people, suffering beyond description. I wanted him to understand that he could be a voice for them, as I am when I give these interviews. 

Ultimately, what did you learn on that trip?
How much there is to be done. 

Yemen health worker is posthumously honored as polio hero
The Global Polio Eradication Initiative recognized as a hero a Yemen health ministry field supervisor who died in a road accident during a polio-related volunteer assignment. 

Adel Mohammed Hasan Al-Jebri was posthumously honored with the Polio Eradication Hero Award at a meeting on polio eradication in Yemen, held 21-22 June in Sana’a. Rotary International was represented by Sohaib Elbadawi, chair of the Sudan PolioPlus Committee.

Yemeni Health Minister Abdulkarim Yehia Rasa’a presented the award to Mohammad Hassan Al-Jebri, the deceased volunteer’s father. The minister conveyed the government’s and the initiative’s appreciation and condolences to the Al-Jebri family. 

The recognition, consisting of a framed certificate and a cash tribute, is supported by the Polio Eradication Heroes Fund. The fund was established in 2000 by the Atlanta-based CDC Foundation to honor volunteers who are seriously injured or killed while working on immunization campaigns. The Rotary Foundation contributed US$50,000 to help start it. 

“The brief ceremony and striking image of this man who had lost a son [touched] me very deeply,” said Bruce Aylward, Global Polio Eradication Initiative coordinator at the World Health Organization. “Inevitably, such recognitions must also affect the sense of responsibility and commitment of those charged with getting the job finished.”

Liliane Boualam, a technical officer at WHO Headquarters in Geneva who was present at the ceremony, said she was also deeply moved, especially by the minute of silence the health minister requested in memory of the honoree. 

“It was a very emotional moment of compassion among the participants,” she noted. 

Boualam, who has attended several polio hero events, said that recipients’ families and friends treasure the award, which reminds them of the noble cause for which the honoree died. Many of them, she explained, are ardent supporters and advocates of the polio eradication initiative in their communities.

“This event reminds all of us of the dedication and crucial role of the volunteers who continuously work without salaries in order to reach children in the most remote or dangerous places in the world,” she said. “[The father] was proud of the national contribution of his son toward the betterment of the life of children through a polio-free world.”
