Council on Legislation
In the early days of Rotary, any change in the RI Bylaws or Constitution was proposed and voted upon at the annual convention. As attendance at conventions increased and open discussion became more difficult, a Council on Legislation was created in 1934 as an advisory group to debate and analyze proposals before they were voted on by the convention.
 
Finally, at the 1970 Atlanta convention, it was decided that the Council on Legislation would actually become the legislative or parliamentary body of Rotary. The council is composed of one delegate from each Rotary district as well as several ex officio members. It was agreed that the council would meet every three years at a site and time other than the RI Convention.
 
The council has the responsibility of considering and acting upon all “enactments,” which are proposed changes in the Rotary International Bylaws and Constitution and the Standard Rotary Club Constitution, and “resolutions which are recommendations to the RI Board for policy, program, and procedural changes. Proposals may be submitted by any Rotary club, district, or the RI Board. The council’s actions are sub​ject to review by all the Rotary clubs of the world before they become final. If 10 per​cent of the voting strength of the clubs oppose a council action, such legislation is suspended and it is submitted to all the clubs for a final vote.
The Council on Legislation provides the membership of Rotary with a democratic process for legislative change in the operations of Rotary International.

Permanent Fund reaches milestone

The Rotary Foundation’s Permanent Fund has hit the US$500 million mark.

In September, the fund reached a total of more than $505 million in expectancies and net assets, thanks to the contributions of dedicated Rotarians and supporters from around the world.

The fund, established in 1982, secures a strong future for the Foundation by providing additional income for all Foundation programs. Its dramatic growth has helped increase program support more than sixfold since 1994. For example, last Rotary year, the spendable earnings from the fund totaled $4.9 million while the principal remained untouched. 

Since its inception, the fund has benefited millions of people in need and helped take Rotary closer to realizing its major goals. An outstanding example of initiatives established with fund contributions is the Rotary Centers for International Studies program. Currently, several funds within the Permanent Fund support the program, which opened its doors to the first class of Rotary World Peace Fellows in 2002.

Reaching the $500 million milestone signals just the beginning of what the fund can help Rotary accomplish. If the fund’s next target of $1 billion in assets and expectancies by 2025 is achieved, the Foundation’s programs may benefit from $50 million in earnings instead of the current $5 million. An increase of that size will enable Rotary to do more good in the world.

 Eradication now hinges on more commitment from polio-endemic nations 

The success of the effort to rid the world of polio now depends largely on "political will" in the four remaining polio-endemic countries according to the Advisory Committee on Polio Eradication (ACPE). 

The ACPE, which provides independent oversight on the fight against polio, addressed the media on 12 October during its third annual review meeting at World Health Organization headquarters in Geneva.

Polio-endemic Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan have all reported new cases of polio this year. India is experiencing a challenging outbreak that has so far infected 386 children, most of them in the state of Uttar Pradesh. In response, health officials and politicians in the four countries are pledging renewed commitment to the goal of eradication.

"Polio eradication hinges on vaccine supply, community acceptance, funding, and political will," said Robert Scott, chair of Rotary's International PolioPlus Committee. "The first three are in place. The last will make the difference."

"With a more effective monovalent vaccine and accelerated lab processes for identifying poliovirus, these countries have the best tools we've ever had," noted Stephen Cochi, ACPE chair and senior adviser to the director of the global immunization division at the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. "Eradicating polio is no longer a technical issue alone. Success is now more a question of the political will to ensure effective administration at all levels so that all children get the vaccine."

The most serious setback to the goal of completely eliminating the poliovirus occurred when some states in Nigeria boycotted the oral polio vaccine for 11 months. That boycott ended in 2004, but the polio outbreak it triggered eventually reinfected 25 countries in Africa, the Middle East, and Asia. After aggressive immunization campaigns, however, most of the affected countries have since stamped out the imported cases of polio. 

ACPE officials noted that several governments are already showing the political resolve needed to finish the job of eradicating polio. For example, Afghan President Hamid Kharzai moved polio immunization directly under his office, after a spike in new polio cases in southern Afghanistan. And Saudi Arabia now requires proof of polio immunization for Muslims traveling to Mecca for this year's pilgrimage.
