Rotary World Peace Scholarships

In 1999, The Rotary Foundation launched the Rotary Centers for International Studies in peace and conflict resolution, a partnership with eight leading universities around the world to provide advanced educational opportunities for a group of Rotary World Peace Scholars chosen from various countries and cultures. Each year, 70 scholars are selected to begin two-year master’s-level degree or certificate programs in conflict resolution, peace studies, and international relations. Each Rotary district may nominate one candidate for a world-competitive selection process every year. The first World Peace Scholars began their studies in the 2002-03 academic year.

 

The Rotary Centers will provide future leaders with opportunities to study the root causes of conflict, theories of international relations, and effective models of cooperation. Beyond academics, Rotary Scholars will gain practical tools in conflict resolution for use in their chosen careers. The Rotary Centers will also help to advance research, teaching, and publication on issues related to conflict resolution and world understanding.

 

The Rotary Centers for International Studies mark an exciting new chapter in Rotary’s mission to help achieve world understanding and peace. It is envisioned that Rotary World Peace Scholars will contribute significantly to the world commu​nity in a variety of ways working for international agencies such as the United Nations or for governments as diplomats, foreign service officers, economists, or policy analysts.

U.S. official, nonprofit chief call for more polio support

Two U.S. leaders are urging more public and private commitment and support for polio eradication.

Paula J. Dobriansky, undersecretary of state for democracy and global affairs, and Timothy E. Wirth, president of the United Nations Foundation, made the call in an editorial they coauthored in the Washington Times. 

"It is time for the international community to finish the job of eradicating polio," they said in the piece, which appeared in the 23 November edition of the Washington, D.C., paper. "To do that requires strengthened commitment, enhanced cooperation and community involvement."

Dobriansky and Wirth noted that in the United States, government and private organizations have already greatly contributed to efforts that have made the world 99 percent polio-free. For example, the UN Foundation, other nonprofit organizations, and individuals have joined the growing number of supporters of the Global Polio Eradication Initiative. U.S. government backing includes total contributions of more than $1.2 billion since the initiative's launch. 

"The United States is working through the G-8 and other forums to ensure the support of world leaders and address the $50 million funding gap this year, and the even bigger projected shortfall for 2007-2008," they said.

In their account of the initiative's 18-year history of remarkable success, the authors acknowledged Rotary's unflagging support. "Rotary International has continued its key role, and has provided hundreds of millions of dollars," they said. 

According to Dobriansky and Wirth, international cooperation, as well as a higher level of participation by communities and governments in polio-endemic countries, will be vital in finally getting rid of the disease. Now, only Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan are still polio-endemic.

"Local political and religious figures have a crucial role to play in disseminating helpful information, dispelling myths and instilling confidence in communities regarding immunization," they observed. "National and world leaders, both secular and religious, must reach out to the communities affected by polio and urge local leaders to support vaccination efforts."

Lee declared official nominee for 2008-09 RI president

On 1 December 2006, RI President William B. Boyd declared Dong Kurn Lee to be the official nominee for president of Rotary International for 2008-09. Lee is a Rotary Foundation trustee and a member of the Rotary Club of Seoul Hangang, Seoul, Korea. His formal election will take place at the 2007 Salt Lake City Convention.

Lee is chair of the Bubang Co. Ltd. and Bubang Techron Co. Ltd. manufacturing companies in Seoul and formerly served as a trustee of the Bank of Seoul. In 2005, he was appointed an international goodwill ambassador by the president of Korea. 

Lee has also served as honorary consul to the Italian consulate in Korea since 1994 and was awarded the Order of Industrial Merit by the Korean government. He and his wife, Young Ja, have two sons and two daughters.

A Rotarian since 1971, Lee has served RI as a director, treasurer, district governor, training leader, regional Rotary Foundation coordinator, and membership task force coordinator in Asia. He began his tenure on the Foundation’s Board of Trustees in 2003-04 and is a recipient of the Foundation’s Citation for Meritorious Service.
